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Introduction to Chapter 17
= Paul’s visits to Thessalonica, Berea and Athens
are grouped together for 2 reasons:
They happened one after another.
They deal with a common theme of God’s answer
to evil — the Messianic Kingdom.

#= To the Jews 1n Thessalonica and Berea he
speaks of the “Messiah (the Christ)”. Acts 17:3
